Equal in their strong faith in God, they raised a family with
God as its center, having daily devotions every day of their married life. Their
faith led them to organize a church based in their home that has blessed
many over the years. The New Beginnings Ministry, which was organized in
2007, also hosts a weekly bible study and prayer group that reaches many.

A family man, a man of God, a dedicated and loyal husband, father,
grandfather, brother, uncle and friend. Alvin loved life, laughter and watching
the Steelers. He was also famous for entertaining the family on occasion with
his singing and dancing “talent”.
