Mr. Anderson Timothy Topps was born January 12, 1942 in Tarry, Arkansas,
the son of Will Topps and Lola M. Luster. He peacefully transitioned on
Wednesday, May 13, 2020. Anderson graduated from Lincoln High School in
Star City, Arkansas. In his early years, Anderson enjoyed learning and
performing many activities on the family farm, in addition to helping other
community members with farming and auto repairs. Upon graduating he
transplanted to the growing automotive capital of the Midwest, Flint, Michigan,
where he quickly showed his knack for learning. Anderson worked in a variety
of positions at General Motors Flint V-8 Engine Plant from 1965-1998. During
this time, he married Rose M. Larkin, and from that union had three children.
Anderson enjoyed outdoor activities such as boating with family and friends,
fishing, ATV riding, and serving as a farming consultant. He also enjoyed the
company of cousins (the Luster family), many of whom he considered
“bothers” and “sisters”.
