Church in Brooksville, MS. She later joined Carpenter Road Apostolic Church
under the leadership of Bishop John F. Allen. She served on the Mother’s
Board until her health began to decline. In 1954, she was united in Holy
Matrimony to the love of her life, Mr. Walter B. Wilson. To provide a better
living for themselves, in 1958 they moved to Flint, Michigan. After their moved
to Flint, 4 children were born to this union.
