Professor Bettie L. Goodman was born on June 9, 1940 to the late Rev. John
G. and Bertha Goodman. Professor Goodman made her transition from this
life on Thursday, October 25, 2018 at Hamilton’s Assisted Living. She
accepted Christ at an early age. Professor Goodman was baptized and
nurtured in the Baptist faith at Queen Ester Baptist Church under the direction
of Pastor Joseph Smith in Benton, Louisiana. She moved to Flint, Michigan in
1957 and united with Golden Leaf Missionary Baptist Church. Later she united
with St. Luke Missionary Baptist Church under the leadership of the late Rev.
John G. Goodman, the late Rev. Bennie Goodman and Pastor Orlando
Goodman. Professor Goodman was very dedicated to her church, she was a
Sunday School Teacher and later she became Superintendent of the Sunday
School. Professor Goodman was also Director of the Senior Choir and was



the churches Financial Secretary. 
 

Professor Bettie L. Goodman graduated from Charlotte Mitchell High School
in Benton, LA. She later attended Western Michigan University were she
received her Bachelor of Science and Masters Degree in Education. Bettie
was a Elementary and High School Teacher. She retired in 2012 from Mott
Community College with 49 years of service. Professor Goodman taught
Computer Science and worked in the business divisions. She was a very
devoted and caring Teacher. Professor Goodman believed in advancement
and keeping herself current in the rate of change in technology. She belonged
to several professional organizations.
