HILL, Bishop James - Age 84, passed away Tuesday, November 9, 2010 at
his residence.  Family hour 1:30 p.m. Saturday, November 13, 2010 from the
Chapel of Lawrence E. Moon Funeral Home, 906 W. Flint Park Blvd., with
funeral service commencing immediately at 2 p.m., Bishop Bobby Davis
officiating.

August 5, 1926 in Wylam, Alabama, the son of Arse and Arnella Hill. Bishop
Hill served in the United States Navy and received an Honorable Discharge in
1945. He retired from General Motors after 43 years of dedicated service and
was a member of UAW Local 659. Bishop Hill faithfully served as pastor of the
Spiritual Israel Church and Its Army (Flint Temple) until his health declined. He
provided wisdom, support, and encouragement to his family, church members
and community.
