Carol Joy Andrews was born on August 3, 1949 in Detroit, Michigan to
Evangelist Pinella (Tyson) and Reverend Isaiah Andrews. She was the only
child born to her mother and the eighth and youngest child of her father. Her
name was chosen with great care: Carol, meaning a song of praise, and Joy,
because she brought so much happiness into the lives of those around her.
Carol was baptized in Jesus Name and received the Holy Ghost at age 7 in
Detroit, MI. Being Baptized again later under the leadership of Eld. BT Scott -
Bethlehem Temple Church, Flint, MI. One of Carol’'s most meaningful
contributions was her time as choir director and lead musician at Bethlehem
Temple Church of the Apostolic Faith alongside the late Greg Massey. Carol
was instrumental in helping guide the congregation as they transitioned from
their former location at 918 Spencer Street to the new location at 3401 Martin
Luther King Avenue (formerly Detroit Street) in Flint, Michigan. Her leadership,
faith, and unwavering commitment left a lasting mark on the church and in the
hearts of everyone she served alongside. Her dedication to the ministry went



far beyond music—she became a steady and inspiring presence during a
pivotal chapter in the church’s history. Carol’s early career reflected her strong
work ethic and adaptability. Over the years, she held positions with Michael
Lynn Lighting, Michigan Secretary of State, and Michigan Bell as a
switchboard operator. She later worked at Fisher Body and retired from
General Motors—AC Delphi in 1999 after years of dedicated service. After
retirement, Carol remained active and involved in her community. She was a
devoted volunteer at the Mott Applewood Estate for many years, continuing
her service until 2024. In recent years, she also found joy and purpose in
walking and volunteering alongside her daughter in Crim Races & GirlTrek—a
national movement focused on health and healing for Black women. Carol
was raised surrounded by older siblings and grew up alongside her nieces
and nephews. Affectionately called “Baby Sis” by her beloved sister Betty
Jean; her protector, Carol Joy fondly called her “Momma Sis”. Carol held a
cherished place in the hearts of her family. Her life was a testament to the
meaning of her name: a source of joy, light, and love to all who knew her.
Music was in her bones. Born into a musically gifted family, Carol inherited her
parents’ talent and passion for music. A skilled pianist from a young age, she
often accompanied her parents to Apostolic churches throughout Michigan
and abroad, serving as their musician and singing alongside her mother. Her
music was not just a gift—it was a ministry, and she used it to uplift and inspire
those around her. Her music touched lives and lifted spirits. Growing up in
Detroit, Carol Joy attended Detroit Public Schools and travelled with the
P.A.W. in Ministry with her parents and their close friends, the Late Bishop
William C. Abney and Eld Willie Elam and families. Her 1st job was babysitting
Bishop Abney’s grandchildren now known as DeBarge. After the passing of
her Father, her Mother remarried Willie Jones and relocated her to Bay City,
MI where she graduated from Bay City Central in 1967. They later relocated to
Flint and Carol Joy became an extension to the Massey family, referring to her
as “daughter”. She maintained close relationships with high school best friend
Dazerene “Daz” Ball and with the Massey family until God called her home.

She also loved
singing on the phone while talking with her Sister Betty Jean “Momma
Sis”....they talked EVERY single day. Carol never met a stranger. She had a
gift for striking up spontaneous conversations and turning them into lasting
friendships. Her presence lit up every room, and she left a mark on every
heart she touched. Carol’s life was one of grace, generosity, and quiet
strength. During the past year, she never lost her faith in God; she believed
that God would heal her....and He has! She leaves behind a legacy of faith,
service, and love—reflected in every life she touched and every song she
played. One of her most memorable sayings was, “Glad you came,” a sweetly
humorous way of letting you know that she enjoyed your company but...it was
time for you to go!
