While attended Allen High School, she was a member of the
Allen Women’s Basketball team. She also enjoyed all studies dealing with
math. Carol’s grandmother, Mattie Owen Reaves encouraged Carol to pursue
her education. Carol moved to Detroit, Michigan to attend Wayne State
College. In 1964, Carol moved to Flint, where she attended Flint Junior
College (now known as Mott Community College). Carol was the mother of
two children, Sonya Danielle Waters and Ineatha Solise Waters. 

 

She was a dedicated mother whom loved both her girls unconditionally and
whom introduced both of them to the Lord at an early age. Carol was a
