We all grew into strong God fearing sons and daughter’s (Abraham Stars) with
a solid foundation, rooted from the very beginning by our Papa. This is and
was his greatest legacy....... Giving to others, showing others God, teaching
others about God...No matter what time, day or night, if you needed him, he
was there. When you entered his home, he fed you physically and spiritually,
always with a smile, humor, love and a song. We will miss our Papa, however,
Glory to God for allowing him to enter his peace. Our papa transitioned to the
kingdom of God, touching the hem of his garment and was made whole.
