Mr. Charles Clifford Williams, Sr. was born November 16, 1924 in Flint,
Michigan, the son of John L. and Eunice (Elder) Williams. After graduation
from Central High School, “Class of 1943” Charles served in the United States
Army from August 6, 1943 to January 11, 1946 where he was Honorably
Discharged, After serving in the military; he began his career with General
Motors. After 4 years of service with GM, he went to work for the State of
Michigan as a Social Worker advancing to Supervisor then to Deputy Director
and retiring as Director of the Department of Social Services. Charles was a
quiet man of strong character and beliefs. He accepted Christ as his personal
Savior in 1940 and joined Quinn Chapel AME Church where he served as an
Altar Boy. Charles was a dedicated and devout member serving on the Usher
Board, Class Leaders Council, Trustee Board and Finance Committee. He



also was named Quinn Chapel Man of the Year 2015. Charles was united in
marriage to Charlotte L. Smith on July 26, 1946; they would have celebrated
70 years on July 26, 2016.
