After graduating from Central High (Class of ‘46) in Flint, MI,
Charlotte continued her education, earning a Licensed Practical Nurse
Degree. Charlotte was a determined woman, of strong character. She
accepted Christ as her personal Savior at an early age, joining Quinn Chapel
African Methodist Episcopal Church, where she became a Deaconess in
August of 2015. Charlotte’s accomplishments included a stellar career, making
her to be the first Black Woman to become President of the National
Association of Counties. She was united in marriage to the love of her life on
July 26, 1946, and would have celebrated 70 years of marriage July 26, 2016.
