Chester Louis "Turk" Harris was born December 18, 1920 in Mason,
Tennessee, Fayette County. He was the seventh child of ten by parents Jesse
and Gollia (Maclin) Harris. Nicknamed "Turk," Chester attended Brewer school
in Somerville, Tennessee. He was a sharecropper before moving to Flint in
1942 and worked for Fisher Body #1, a division of GM, and A.C. Spark Plug.
November 15, 1948 he married Bettie (Billingsley). The two built and opened
the C&B restaurant at the corner of 12th and Elms Street on Flint's south side.
Chester had been a member of the 10 Wise Men's Club and Flint Unity Lodge
No.3 Int'l Masons. He was a devoted member of Mt. Olive Baptist Church. Mr.
