Dave was the oldest son born to the union of Clovis Foster and Jessie Lee
Davis. Dave gave his life to Christ at an early age in Bossier City, Louisiana.
Dave graduated from Charlotte-Mitchell High School in Bossier City,
Louisiana. After graduation, Dave relocated to Flint, Michigan in 1966, and
four years later entered into Holy Matrimony to Shirley Ann Wyatt on April 18,
1970. Dave retired from General Motors after 27 years of dedicated
employment. Due to his employment, he was able to facilitate many of his
relatives to relocate to Flint to find gainful employment. Dave had many
talents, but the greatest talent was his love for cooking for his family.
