Mr. Curtis Williamson, Sr., beloved husband, father, grandfather, brother,
nephew and friend was born February 8, 1947 to Ferdie and Ajaners
Williamson in Memphis, Tennessee. Curtis confessed Christ at an early age
and was baptized at the Springhill Baptist Church in Memphis, TN. He
attended Memphis County Schools, graduating from Woodstock High School,
“Class of 1964.” Curtis attended Tennessee State University, majoring in Pre-
Med and Math. He moved to Flint, Michigan in 1968 and began working at
Buick Motor Company, a division of General Motors full time and substitute
teaching for the Flint Community Schools. Curtis later worked full time for the
Flint School System as a Teacher at Parkland and Potter Elementary Schools,
Counselor at Holmes Middle School and Central High School, Assistant
Principal at Southwestern Academy and Principal at McKinley and Schools of



Choice. He also worked with the Youth Summer Programs. Curtis enjoyed
auto-racing, especially the Indy 500, socializing and listening to Blues music
and being an encourager to others. Curtis loved his students, staff members
and this community. His commitment and dedication was honored by the City
of Flint with a proclamation naming June 22, 2009, “Curtis Williamson Day.”
