Friday. Rev. Martin will lie in state in the Chapel of Lawrence E. Moon Funeral
Home, 906 W. Flint Park Blvd. Public Viewing will be held during the family
hour.

Rev. Martin was Honorably Discharged from the United States Army.

Reverend David M. Martin was born January 14, 1951, to Emma Odell and
Henry Martin. He attended Flint Public Schools and graduated from Flint
Northern High School. Upon completion of high school, he enlisted in the
United States Army, where he served honorably and had the opportunity to
travel abroad to countries such as Germany and France. Following his
honorable discharge, he returned home to pursue higher education. On June
5, 1977, he received his license to preach from Christ Fellowship Missionary
Baptist Church under the leadership of Pastor Alfred L. C. Robbs. There, he
became one of the original “Sons of Christ Fellowship”. He earned his
Bachelor of Religious Education degree on April 30, 1988, and preached his



trial sermon from the seventh chapter of Matthew. His spiritual journey began
years earlier, taking root in 1967 on Good Friday, when he accepted Jesus
Christ as his personal Savior at Cannan Baptist Church.

In 1973, he met the love of his life, Regina Moore. They were united in
marriage on April 26, 1975, and to this union four children were born.
Reverend Martin was a devoted husband, father, and man of faith. He led by
example, instilling in his children the importance of faith and encouraging
others to know Jesus and God’s Word. Throughout his life, he faithfully
participated in numerous ministries, including teaching Sunday School,
Vacation Bible School, The Good News Club, Cub Scouts, Street Evangelism,
Jail Ministry, Choir, teaching within General Ministry Baptist Association. He
attended and contributed to many Congress sessions. His top priority was to
visit the sick and shut-in, offering encouragement and prayer. Many hobbies
that reflected his love for Christ and pride in being a Flint native. He was
especially proud of his roots in the St. John neighborhood. Rev. Martin
supported his community, traveled, worked on architecture and mechanical
projects, played sports namely basketball, bowling and horseshoes. He had a
special passion for mentoring youth and positively impacting the lives of
countless children. Rev. Martin dedicated 36 years of service to American
Bell, now known as “AT & T”, where he was known as “The Telephone Man”.
In his retirement, he devoted even more time to his faith. He consistently
checked on his siblings, extended family and loved ones, encouraging unity,
support and care for one another. Rev. Martin was present for life’'s special
moments; graduations, performances, sporting events and took great joy in
celebrating the accomplishments of others. He often opened his home and his
car to those in need, ensuring that time spent with him was both meaningful
and uplifting. In his later years, Rev. Martin enjoyed spending time at Brennan
Center, where he participated in yoga and played pool. He lived a life marked
by love, generosity, faith and joy he will be deeply missed by all who knew and
loved him
