He then continued his education
at Wayne State University where he pursued a Ph.D. in biochemistry with a
biology minor. While at Wayne State, Delmus worked as a lab assistant and
as a teaching assistant. Education was extremely important to him. He
encouraged those who were not in school to attend and tutored anyone who
was in need of help. Early on, he aspired to find a cure for cancer, the disease
that later took his life.



Delmus loved playing strategy games, particularly chess. He entered many
chess tournaments and won several trophies. He enjoyed playing dominoes
almost as much as he enjoyed talking “trash” while playing.

Delmus will be greatly missed by his son, Delmus (Evangela) Harrington Il of
California, 2 daughters, Kizzy Harrington, grandson, William; Natasha Jenkins
and grandchildren, Tatianna, Jayla, Jason, Ceana, Christopher, Kristen, Mark
and Marcus of Flint.
