FLEMING-ROBERTS, Evangelist Denise Marie - Age 62, passed away
February 16, 2018 in Savannah, GA. A musical memorial concert will be held
at 7:00 PM Friday, March 2, 2018 at New Jerusalem Full Gospel Baptist
Church, 1035 E. Carpenter Rd.

Evangelist Denise Marie Fleming-Roberts was born May 8, 1955 in Detroit, Ml
and adopted by Lucius and Annie Beatrice Fleming. She was raised in Flint,
Ml at 722 E. Lomita St. in the home her father built by hand along with his
brother Quincy. Her parents loved her greatly and afforded her everything a
child could need, want, and even dream of. So much so that she was often
referred to as the “spoiled little rich girl.” Denise was reared to trust and fear of
the Lord. She accepted Jesus Christ as her personal savior and was baptized
at the age of seven at the Metropolitan Missionary Baptist Tabernacle.

From an early age Denise showed great promise in the music and arts arena.
She was a child prodigy; attending the Interlochen Center for the Arts each
summer for eight consecutive years as a child. Denise attended Jefferson
Elementary, Bryant Middle School, and was a proud graduate of Flint
Northwestern High School (Home of the Wildcats) in 1973. She was an
adopted daughter and star pupil of the late great Annie Mae Simpson where
she studied and mastered the art of music composition, choir accompaniment,
and direction. AiImost immediately Denise’s anointing and gifts began to take



form. She began playing the piano and directing choirs at the age of eight.
She would stand up on the director’s box (traditional Baptist folk know this
box-LOL) and direct and sing. Her musical career and legacy spans nearly
five generations. As a musician at Metropolitan Missionary Baptist Tabernacle,
Denise served as musician and directress for: the Blue Bells, (who would
become the Voices of Metropolitan), the Gospel Chorus, Senior Choir, and the
Youth Choir. The Voices of Metropolitan and the Youth Choir were known
throughout the city for their powerful and anointed singing. Denise went on to
impact music ministries across the city of Flint, and ultimately Erie and
Meadville, PA, and Savannah, GA. Those ministries include: The New
Jerusalem Full Gospel Baptist Church, Mt. Zion Baptist Church, Christ
Fellowship Missionary Baptist Church, Ebenezer Ministries, Shiloh Missionary
Baptist Church, Canaan Baptist Church, Gethsemane Baptist Church, Detroit
Street Church of God, First Union Baptist Church, Macedonia Missionary
Baptist Church, Mt. Nebo Baptist Church, Mt. Olive Missionary Baptist
Church, King Solomon Baptist Church, St. Paul Missionary Baptist Church,
Foss Avenue Missionary Baptist Church, Vernon Chapel AME Church, and
Eliezier Church-Apostolic Faith, Thankful Missionary Baptist Church, Living
Hope Community Church, Mt. Moriah Missionary Baptist Church, and the Mt.
Pisgah Missionary Baptist Church.

She also impacted the Flint Community School District through her work with
the Chapter One Children’s Choir that performed with greats like Stephanie
Mills and made appearances at the Michigan State Capital in Lansing, Ml
where they sang in the State Rotunda. Denise was not only a singer but a
songwriter; penning the popular song (He Giveth More Grace) recorded by the
late great James Cleveland. Denise worked with some of the greatest in
Gospel Music during her lifetime and God favored her to be in the company of
the likes of late greats like Bishop Odis Floyd, Andre Crouch, Richard
Smallwood, Mattie Moss Clark, Charles Nicks, and Dorothy Bloat. Likewise
she has worked alongside of other greats like Kurt Karr, Allison Jeffrey



LaValley, and Dorothy Norwood.

On December 21, 2014, God made a union that would take Denise’s life to a
height that was matchless outside of her relationship with Him. That union has
created and fostered a happiness and a joy next only to her love and devotion
to Christ! On that day she wed the “love of her life” (Denise, 2014) in the
person of James Kelsey Roberts, Jr. The ensuing 3 + years were the best she
experienced in her 62 years! (Her words). She was a proud member of Mt.
Moriah Missionary Baptist Church under the leadership of her husband. She
was also a member of the Savannah Interdenominational Ministers Wives and
Widows (SIMWW), and the founder of the Word Walking Women Ministry
where the study of the scripture and its application to daily life was paramount
and something she enjoyed greatly.

She leaves to cherish sweet memories, her husband: Pastor James Roberts.
Three sons: General Overseer Dartanyan (Darty) Jamerson (Wife Shawnte),
Willie (JJ) Jamerson (Wife Marquita), and James K. Roberts, Jr. Adopted
