Mother Roberts attended
many churches and settled at St. John Missionary Baptist Church under the
leadership of Pastor Ira. H. Jenkins until 2013 when she rejoined Everlasting
Missionary Baptist Church until her health no longer allowed her to attend.
Mother Roberts enjoyed singing, spending time with family watching her
stories and was a huge wrestling fan. She was also the best cook ever.
Mother Roberts attended school until the 6th grade at which time she began
working in the cotton fields as most did in that era.
