Mother Dovie Wardlow was born on September 05, 1919 in Finley,
Tennessee. Dovie and her twin, Lovie, were the sixth and seventh of thirteen
children born to Newt and Ezra (Wynne) Tipton. She attended Bruce High
School in Dyersburg, TN. 

 Dovie married Robert A. Wardlow on December 22, 1938 in Dyersburg, TN.
They moved to Flint, Michigan in 1942. In 1943, Mother began working as a
Presser and Silk Finisher at New Way Dry Cleaners in Mt. Morris, MI. She
then hired into A.C. Spark Plug, a division of General Motors Corporation in
1944 where she contributed to the WWII Campaign by assembling airplane
parts. Mother Wardlow worked there until the birth of her second child. She
then quit her job and devoted her life to raising her four children. Mother
Wardlow was the happiest when she was around her children, grandchildren



and great-grandchildren. In June of 1969, her son Arthur G., a Vietnam Purple
Heart Recipient was called home. In September of 2009, after 71 years of
marriage, her husband was also called home. Her daughter, Paulette S., was
called home in 2014. Mother had a smile that would light up a room and
needless to say, whatever room she was in was well lit. She had a quiet
strength about her and was always very positive and encouraging. Back in the
day, she loved to play Chinese Checkers and the card game Five-up. I can
almost hear now yelling “High, Low. Jick-Jack and the game.” 

 In their search for a church home in 1942, Mother and Dad met Mrs. Odell
Broadway during their first visit to Metropolitan Baptist Church. Mrs.
Broadway’s exuberance and magnetic personality greatly influenced their
decision to join Metropolitan. She has been a dedicated member for 78 years. 

 Mother Wardlow was a past member of Cape Jasmine Chapter #2 Order of
Eastern Stars. She served as one of the five points (Esther). Her Metropolitan
Church affiliations consisted of the Mother’s Board, Nurses Guild, Deaconess
Board and Dorcas Mission Circle, all of which she served on faithfully.
