Elex also known as E.D. was born May 4, 1937 in Tiplersville, Mississippi and
was the son of L.B. Gibbs Sr. and Gennie Blake. He was the sixth of ten



children. It was 1954 and at the age of 17 that E.D. grounded himself in Flint,
Michigan. He was hired by General Motors providing them with 30 years of
dedication and hard work. In 1960, Elex found love with Bettie Housley and to
this union two children were born, Dondi and Chinetha. 

 

Elex’s love of family goes without saying. He sought joy in helping others,
opening his home to several of his siblings and others. Helping them along
their way the only way he knew how which was through the love of Jesus
Christ. It was that same love for family that motivated him to create the bi-
annual Blake, Gibbs and Spight reunion in 1976 which remains strong today. 

 

During his tenure in Flint, Michigan, Elex enjoyed spreading the word of God
through music. He was a member of several Flint area gospel choirs,
including The Community Gospel Travelers and manager for the Flint gospel
group, The New Testaments.
