She attended Madison County Schools. At an early age the family relocated to
Flint, Michigan, where she attended Lowell Junior High and was a graduate of
Northern High School. After graduation she attended classes teaching her to
sew, knit crotchet, macrame’ and other crafts. These skills allowed her to
teach young women when the opportunity arose.

On August 29, 1958 Mother Dudley united in Holy Matrimony with Herbert
Dudley, to this union three children were born. She was a stay-at-home mom
until their oldest child was 12 years old. In 1971, Mother Dudley worked for



American Sunroof Corporation and retired from Genesee Packaging in 1996.
Mother Dudley was a faithful and dedicated member of Detroit Street Church
of God, Sanctified, where she was Sunday School Treasurer, Treasurer of the
Usher Ministry and a Mother of the church. She attended services regularly
until her failing health made it impossible.
