Mrs. Moss joined Grace Emanuel Church when she moved to Flint
and Hartford Memorial Church in Detroit when she moved to Bloomfield Hills. 
After graduating from high school, Mrs. Moss, who was Miss Tuskegee, 1971-
72, graduated from Tuskegee University with a Bachelor of Arts degree and
from Eastern Michigan University in Ypsilanti with two Master of Arts degrees.

Mrs. Moss
was employed by the Flint Board of Education from 1972 until 2002. She had
also owned Younique Retail and Wholesale Clothing Production since 1983.
