Her love of caring for children extended outside of the classroom
and she was employed as an At-home Child Caretaker. Emma’s most
infamous job was that of a Hairstylist. She was nicknamed “the straightening
queen” for making sure her daughters’ and nieces’ hair was straight and shiny.

Emma enjoyed shopping, especially at Wal-Mart, her favorite store. She also
enjoyed traveling, riding with family to visit loved ones in Chicago and
Mississippi. When she was wasn’t shopping or traveling, she was in the
kitchen preparing one of her specialty dishes. Her pancakes, macaroni and
cheese, German chocolate cake, and pound cakes were legendary.
