She was for a time
a choir member, and was the first woman appointed as a Trustee by Rev. J.W.
Bennett, Sr. For many years, Mrs. Miller worked tirelessly on fundraisers for
Dozier and assisted with catering for their special events and programs. Mrs.
Miller served faithfully as a Stewardess. After many years of service,  she was
named Stewardess Emeritus. Her favorite Scripture was ‘I will lift my eyes
unto the hills from whence cometh my help; my help cometh from the Lord
which made heaven and earth’ (Psalm 121:1-2). Mrs. Miller was a devoted
and loving wife and mother for over 50 years. She participated in her
