Relocating to Flint, Michigan with her family in
1943. Etta accepted Christ at an early age uniting with the Antioch Missionary
Baptist Church under the leadership of the late Rev. L.W. Pryor. Later uniting
with the Mt. Calvary Missionary Baptist Church under the leadership of the
late Rev. Dr. Granville Smith. Etta graduated from Flint Northern High School.
She was employed by Turnstedt/Fisher Body- Coldwater Rd., a division of
General Motors; Retiring after 30 years of service. Etta was united in Holy
Matrimony to Mr. Oscar L. Jenkins on November 1st, 1958. They were happily
married for 55 years, and to this union a daughter was born.
