Nothing could
separate her from her children. In 1978 Mother Freddie was inspired to return
to school to attain her high school diploma. She graduated after the birth of
her fifth child Dorothy, and oh how she was thrilled as they walked across the
stage to graduate together. Freddie was employed and worked both at Fisher
Body and Chevrolet Truck and Bus Plant, divisions of General Motors, in Food
Services doing what she does best, “cook!” Mrs. Beavers accepted Christ at
an early age and became a faithful member of Foss Avenue Baptist Church
for many years. In 2006, she became a member of Second Chance Church



under the leadership of Pastor Aldridge and was a beloved Mother of the
Church. She loved what the name, Second Chance stood for, because she
knew God provides second chances. Freddie loved the Lord, her pastor, and
her church family. She loved her family gatherings especially her birthday,
where she would always insist on cooking her own feast. She was very
particular like that; she did not play when it came to her spread. We will surely
miss her cooking, especially those cakes.
