Freddie met Dollene Pea when he would come to her grandfather’s house to
cut his hair; they later married on October 26, 1968. While attending a revival
at Greater Galilee Baptist Church, Freddie was moved by the Holy Spirit to
unite with the church and was baptized October 4, 1992.
