8:00 PM Thursday.

Mr. Frederick Simpson Waller was born in Gretna, Virginia, March 17, 1922,
the son of Edward and Lydia A. (Dickerson) Waller. His parents moved to
Flint, Michigan in the Fall of 1924. Frederick received all of his early education
in the Flint Public School System. After graduation, he was employed at A.C.
Spark Plug, a division of General Motors, for seven years, prior to enrolling in
college. While working at A.C. he attended General Motors Institute (now
Kettering University) for one semester, and Flint Junior College (now Mott
Community College) for one year.

Mr. Frederick Waller worked in his uncle, Bruce Dickerson Grocery Store and
he admired his uncles zeal to serve. His uncle, Bruce was his mother’s oldest
brother and he became Fred’s mentor and role model. As a young adult, Fred
Waller decided to attend Pharmacy School and later in life he chose the

University of Michigan’s Pharmacy Program to begin his journey. He enrolled



at University of Michigan and graduated in 1952 with a Bachelor of Science in
Pharmacy. Eventually, after completing his education, Fred opened a drug
store with the same inspiration he learned from his Uncle Bruce. He opened
Waller’s Pharmacy store and served hundreds of people in the community.
After Waller’'s Pharmacy closed, he worked at Hurley Medical Center as a
Lead Pharmacist and was a mentor to many young aspiring pharmacists. He
was a Scout Master of Troop 45, and was on the Boys Scout Troop
Committee Troop 424 of Mt. Olive Baptist Church. He was a Charter Member
of Central Flint Optimist. Other Past Activities: Flint Youth Bureau Counselor
(Big Brothers in its Infancy), as well as, Treasurer of the Urban League,
Treasurer of Epsilon Lambda Chapter of Alpha Phi Alpha, Inc for forty years
and was a Life Member. He served twenty years as Treasurer of Sigma Pi Phi
Fraternity, Gamma Delta Boule.

Mr. Frederick Waller was a Charter member of Mt. Olive Missionary Baptist
Church and served as Trustee, Chairman of the Trustee Board, and Chairman
of the Finance Committee.

He received certificates of Service from The United Way, Urban League of
Flint, Central Flint Optimist, The African American Pioneer Award, and
recognition as a member of the University of Michigan Pharmacy Group of
100.

Mr. Frederick S. Waller was married to Dorothy Hawkins Waller for 72 years.
They were the love of each other lives and they traveled many years together
to Spain, Africa, Israel, Austria, Egypt, China, Alaska, Hawaii, Panama and
Caribbean Islands. They were proud to be Alumni’s of the University of
Michigan, and they were season tickets holders to the Football games until
they were no longer able to attend. They also took annual skiing trips with
their family and friends.
