With this profession, she made many
friends and was able to offer advice and console many of the women along



the way. She was also a volunteer Parole Officer for troubled children. Geneva
enjoyed sitting in on various court hearings and trials. Her hobbies were
playing softball, dancing, sewing, making quilts and hats, reading her Bible
and shopping (often in Canada).
