Geraldine (Paige) Wells was born February 7, 1951 in Dekalb, Mississippi to
the union of Mr. Hal Bert and Jaunita (Cole) Paige. She was one of eight
children born of this union. Mrs. Wells gave her life to the Lord at an early age
at Bethlehem Missionary Baptist Church (Dekalb, MS). The family relocated in
1967 to Flint, Michigan when Geraldine was 16 years old. She joined True
Light Missionary Baptist Church then later became a member of Rising Star
Missionary Baptist Church under the leadership of the late Rev. Chester
Payton. In 1971 Geraldine married William A. Wells Sr. in Flint and their family
grew to include six children. 

 Mrs. Wells attended Northern High school and later completed truck driving
school in Detroit, MI, graduating first in her class at International Trucking
Company. Following this training, Geraldine worked as a Transportation
Specialist throughout Genesee County. Mrs. Wells then joined the healthcare
field and worked at Paige Adult Foster Care until her health declined and she



retired. Geraldine enjoyed spending time with her family and especially her
grandchildren and great grandchildren. She loved playing cards and Bingo
and she was the life of the family celebrations. Geraldine is remembered as
having had a way of making her family laugh. She was known for showing her
great heart by opening her home to family and friends, and always happy to
give those she loved a ride, near or far. Lastly, a favorite dish Geraldine’s
family loved to enjoy was her banana pudding. One verse by which Geraldine
lived her life was Philippians 4:13 “I can do all things through Christ who
strengthens me.”
