You.” His daughter/caregiver, Lori made sure he was clean and dressed
nicely, which made him feel good. When he attended the local Adult Day Care
Program, they named him best dressed. His smile would light up a room, and
his laughter was infectious. He will be deeply missed by those who knew him
and loved him unconditionally.
