Mr. James L. Wilson quietly departed this earth on Tuesday, February 5, 2019.
He was in the loving care of his wife and daughters. James was born
December 29, 1930 in Conway, South Carolina to the late Robert Sr. and
Susan (Vereen) Wilson. He was the third of eight children. James professed
his love of the Lord at an early age and attended Cherry Hill Baptist Church in
Conway. Mr. Wilson graduated from Whittemore High School where he greatly
enjoyed his participation on the Bulldog’s football team. He looked forward to
attending numerous class reunion gatherings and maintained communication
with classmates throughout the years. Upon arriving in Flint, Michigan, James
attended Mott Community College where he took courses pertaining to Skilled
Trades. For many years, Mr. Wilson taught wielding to aspiring students
attending Flint Central High School. He also participated in the Flint Volunteer
Police Force. James began his employment with AC Spark Plug, a division of



General Motors in 1953 and continued his employment with the corporation
until 1988. Prior to Mr. Wilson’s retirement, he served as a Skilled Trades
Supervisor. 

Mr. Wilson was a devoted member of Vernon Chapel A.M.E. Church for sixty-
two years. He served many years as a Trustee where he and the other men of
service attended to the physical needs and repairs of the church. In the spring
of 1954, James was called to serve in the United States Army. He was
recruited through the Detroit, Michigan offices of the military. After basic
training at Fort Chaffey, Arkansas, he was transferred to Germany. Due to
family obligations, James was issued an Honorable Discharge and returned to
family and employment in Michigan. In his early years, James enjoyed
attending organized league baseball games at Berston Field House. He loved
playing cards with neighbors and friends. Mr. Wilson absolutely treasured
watching a variety of western movies and shows during the course of his day.
He was an avid collector of western movies. He collected music from all the
greatest jazz musicians of the twentieth century. James had a great love of
fine clothing, beautiful shoes and believed you weren’t properly dressed
unless your outfit was coordinated with a handsome hat.
