Jermaine Darnell Alford, known as “Blaze” to friends and fans of his music,
was born to Glenda and Larry Alford on July 23, 1983, in Flint, MI. He
attended Northwestern High School, where he played Running Back and
Nose Tackle until his junior year. His peers got a kick out of such a small
person doing such a big job. He confessed to his mother that Christ Jesus
was his Savior and strove to learn of Christ and follow Him, especially during
his last days on earth. He was baptized at St. Paul Missionary Baptist Church
in 1992 and sang in the Youth Choir. The family discovered hand written notes



in the Bible his grandmother gave him, especially highlighting Psalms of
praise and deliverance including Psalm 6:1-10. 

 

Jermaine was a talented musician and a lover of people, particularly those
Christ spoke of as “the least of these.” He always expressed gladness and
genuine interest in the well-being of others; and was best described as a
“people person.” Jermaine recorded 4 albums with his brother, LaRon, and the
two of them traveled many places throughout the United States together
performing their music. People were amazed by his musical gifts and called
him a very special talent.
