Kathleen was employed at NBD Genesee Bank, retiring in 1991 and also
served in numerous volunteer capacities including YWCA Board, Big
Brothers/Big Sisters and numerous K-12 school initiatives in support of her
children. Kathleen was also a member of Zeta Amicae, American Guild of
Organists, St. Cecelia Society, Media Women, Music Director for the original
McCree Theatre productions in the 1970” s, pianist for Rotary Club meetings,
New Vic’s Supper Theatre, Flint Community Players, accompanied the
Southwestern High School Choir and other organizations dedicated to the
arts. Kathleen was so dedicated during Christmas season when she was
asked almost yearly to play for Handel’'s Messiah productions which was a
challenge she looked forward to.
