LaMarcus Jarrell Keels was born on January 30, 1977, in Flint, Michigan, the
son of Mary Keels and Carl Word. LaMarcus graduated from Flint Central
High School in 1995, where he played basketball, baseball and football. He
attended Eastern Michigan University, in Ypsilanti, Michigan, where he
majored in Architecture, Engineering, and Design. LaMarcus later pursued a
true passion and enrolled in the Flint Institute of Barbering. His decision to
attend barber school would not only transform his own life, but it would later
prove to have a lasting impact on countless others.

LaMarcus was known to many as a barber who devoted more than 30 years
to his craft. For more than three decades, his chair was more than a place to
get a haircut; it was a place for mentorship, connection, laughter and



counseling. His dedication and level of detail not only transformed how people
looked; he left people uplifted by his contagious spirit, and genuine care. The
camaraderie he shared with his fellow barbers at the barbershop, A Kut-
Above, could be felt by those that frequented the shop, creating an
atmosphere of brotherhood and community.

LaMarcus enjoyed working in the community and volunteering with
organizations such as Big Brothers Big Sisters of Flint and Brothers of Wolf
Ridge. He was a huge sports fan; his “favorite” team was the Green Bay
Packers....... And (Michigan State football & basketball). He enjoyed
volunteering with the Flint Community Schools in coaching linebackers for
Flint Northern High School. He was an avid golfer, bowler, and loved investing
in the stock market, while encouraging others to do so, a jack of all trades with
a gift to build things from scratch. In his downtime he enjoyed watching
documentaries, Columbo, The Bernie Mac Show, Sanford and Son, and The
Cosby Show along with his favorite podcast Ma$e & Camron. He was a great
cook, loved to barbecue, and was a jokester among family and friends, a “wiz”
in mathematics, aspired to develop his own water company, and a love of
tailoring. Marcus also loved to encourage others with his mantra, “If you are
going to pursue something, be the best at it, be the best they have ever seen.”
He knew no stranger and gave of himself freely until the very end, by donating
his organs to The Gift of Life of Michigan.
