 Larry Ernie Humphries was born September 7th, 1944 in Flint, Michigan, the
son of Willie Humphries and Clara Eiland Gould. According to Larry, “People
came from miles around to see me, and I didn’t disappoint. I was cute as a
speckled pup.” Clearly, he was not one for modesty. Larry received his formal
education through the Flint Public School system, and was a proud graduate
of Flint Northern High School, “Class of 1962.” He was an active alumnus and
attended all class reunions and breakfast club functions.
