Kindergarten- Adult). Lenore’s Legacy reflects a lifetime of service to others.
She served on the Mott Community College Board of Trustees for over 25
years (Board Chair from 1995 to December 31, 2016). She also served the
Board of Directors for the National and Central Region Association of
Community College Trustees. Lenore is the recipient of numerous honors and
awards.

Service Award, Don Riegle Service Award from the Flint Jewish Federation,
Sarah Allen Award-Vernon Chapel A.M.E. Church, and Administrator of the
Year Award by United Teachers of Flint.

Lenore has served YWCA VAC, Salvation Army, Youth Leadership
Institute, UNCF Telethon Coordinator, Tall Pine Council-Boy Scouts of
America, Hundred Club of Flint, NAACP Education Committee Chair, and
President of Delta Sigma Theta Sorority Inc., Flint Alumnae Chapter. Lenore

 I was fortunate to have worked with her when she was in charge of
the Student Senate Program offered through the Flint Schools. We
would participate in Government Conferences that included
students from rural and suburban areas throughout the State of
Michigan. Because of the poverty through the loss of thousands of
jobs and high crime rates many “outsiders” viewed the city
negatively. Ms. Croudy dispelled those false group images. In fact,
many youth conference administrators, workers and student
participants were surprised by the social etiquette displayed by the
Flint Schools students thanks to Ms. Croudy and her high
expectations. 
As one of the student advisors, while at one of the conferences, I
recall receiving a call from Ms. Croudy at 4:30 a.m. (way too early
for me) to wake the students who to attend an 8:00 meeting. The
staff and students were never late and always had the best seats at
all of the events that we attended. The YMCA administrators were
so impressed by the students (even from prior years) that when Flint
Schools didn’t have the funding to participate in the program, they
fully funded it so that the students could attend.
