Mrs. Lillian Martiel Wilkerson was the born March 12, 1920 in Belzoni,
Mississippi, the oldest of 10 children born to Washington and Beatrice
Mathews. The family moved to Gary, IN during the great migration from the
South. Her father obtained employment with the United States Steel. Lillian
attended Public School in Gary and was a member of the “Class of 1938.”
She married Thomas Horace and they were blessed with 2 beautiful
daughters, Marcel Rachel and Lillian Rita. Lillian accepted Christ at a very
young age and was a long-time member of Israel C.M.E. Church in Gary, IN,
prior to moving to Flint, Michigan. The Lord blessed Lillian to live a very long
fulfilling life. She traveled throughout the United States, the Caribbean Islands
and the Hawaiian Islands. Her favorite pastimes were gardening, sewing and
ceramics. She also enjoyed Jigsaw Puzzles, cooking gourmet food, Bingo,
reading and of course the Sunday Crossword Puzzles in the New York Times.



During the formative years of her girls, she held various positions with the
PTA, she made all her girls school clothes, during their youth and was an
actively involved in their education. In her later years she became a member
of the NAACP, the Red Hat Society and the United Council of Negro Women.
In 2005 her Chapter of the Red Hatters appeared on The Price Is Right. Lillian
moved to Flint to be with her daughter Marcel. She moved into Rosehaven
Manor where she enjoyed taking trips with her senior citizen neighbors and
countless birthday parties until she could no longer care for herself. For the
last four years Michele Griffin, her granddaughter has been her caregiver until
she made her transition. As we celebrate Lillian’s homegoing we
commemorate six generations of family love. Mrs. Lillian Martiel Wilkerson
leaves to cherish her memory and a legacy will be forever remembered by: 2
daughters, Marcel R. Chandler of Flint and Lillian Heidelberg of Laurel, MS; 5
grandchildren, Michael (Delores) Brown of Gary, IN, John (Felicia) Chandler,
Angela (Dwight) Hairston, Michele Griffin of Flint, Twp., MI Perrean L. Dexter
of Bloomfield Twp., MI; 15 great-grandchildren; 17 great-great-grandchildren;
