She relocated to
Flint, Michigan; where she resided for 68 years with her beloved husband,
children and grandchildren. Mrs. LouVera Burns accepted Christ at a young
age and was a member of the Christ Fellowship Missionary Baptist Church.
She was the Devotion Chaplin of the Mother’s Board, Vice President of the
Missionary Circle, sang in the Mass Choir, regularly attended Sunday School,
and participated in multiple National Baptist Congress Conventions. Mother
Burns loved the Lord and her church family with all her heart.
