In his youth, Mr. Burton was a science and music enthusiast, as well
as an athlete. He played little League baseball in elementary and extended his
athletic talents to football in Junior High School. He was a member of the
Whittier Junior High School Competition Band. Upon entering High School, his
primary focus became academics, football, and weightlifting. As a member of
the Flint Central Indians football team, he earned his Varsity Letter Junior and
Senior year. Upon graduating from high school, Mr. Burton continued his
academic pursuits at MSU (Michigan State University) where he would earn a
Bachelor of Science degree in Packaging engineering. During his time at MSU



he also was a walk-on to the Spartan football team. Following graduation, his
professional engineering career would include working as a Quality assurance
and Reliability engineer with assignments at Ford, General Motors, and
Chrysler. In his later years, Mr. Burton developed a passion for fashion design
and clothing. He was the founder of “The Council of Fashion Designers of
Michigan” and the Organizer/Host of the annual “Muse, Art of Style” fashion
show which featured designer works, and models, from throughout mid and
southeast Michigan.
