Mrs. Maryland Stone was born April 1, 1959 in Flint, Michigan, and was
granted her angel wings on February 23, 2018, after a brief illness. She was
the daughter of Otis and Marjorie Thompson. Maryland attended the Flint
Community Schools and graduated from Flint Northern High School. She
gave her life to Christ at an early age and was an active and dedicated
member of the Holbrook Avenue Church of God under the leadership of
Pastors Leo and Janell Robinson. Maryland wore many hats in the church
including Sunday School Teacher, Worship Leader, Kitchen Committee, Armor
Bearer, Child Care, or anything else she saw that might be needed. Maryland
truly had the gift of helping and hospitality. She loved to do for others and was
an excellent cook. Maryland loved her biological family as well as her church
family. She was known as “Mama Maryland” and had a tradition of cooking



large family meals at her home on Memorial Day and Christmas so that her
family or anyone else that wanted to eat could get together for food, fun and
fellowship. She also frequently helped cater meals and assisted with cooking
at Jackson Park for the neighborhood. Whenever someone needed a hand,
Maryland was there as a willing worker and wouldn’t say no. Maryland was
very creative and enjoyed scrapbooking and was a member of the Beading
Buddies Club. She enjoyed traveling all over the world and had been to Italy,
Rome, Germany, Trinidad (for mission trips), Hawaii, the Bahamas, and
Mexico. Maryland retired from the Flint Community Schools as a Parent
Facilitator. She later began working for the Dort Federal Event Center in 2009
where she was the Assistant Box Office Manager until her health prevented
her from working. Maryland was passionate about anything she set her sights
on--God first, her family, church and friends. While she never had biological
children, God blessed her with stepchildren, grandchildren, nieces, nephews
and several god-children.
