In 1999, she realized that her heart needed more than fairness and
order. She then joined the Mt. Olive Missionary Baptist Church where she
enjoyed serving n a host of ministries including Sunday School
Superintendent, Vacation Bible School, Trustee, Missionary Society and her
favorite, Mt. Olive Historian.
