Roxie Lee Lewis of Flint,
Michigan, passed away on September 16, 2025. Roxi was born on April 29,
1938, in Louisville, Mississippi, to the late Myrtle (Scott) and John Walter
Yarbrough. Today, we gather to celebrate the remarkable life of Roxie, a
woman whose spirit, strength, and compassion left an unforgettable mark on
everyone she encountered. She was confident, thankful, and endlessly kind.
Roxie lived a life rooted in service, love and joy. Roxie dedicated much of her
life to education and community. She retired from Flint Community Schools,
where she made history as the first Black Community School Director and
also served as a beloved Second-Grade Teacher & Gym Teacher. Her work
was more than just a job-it was her calling. She believed in the power of
education and in lifting others up, especially the next generation. Her love for
community extended far beyond the classroom. Roxie was involved with the
CANUSA Games and served as the captain of blind bowling, showing her
commitment to inclusion, fun and teamwork. She had a competitive spirit and
a playful heart-she loved sports, both as a fan and a participant. Bowling was
a true passion, as was sewing cooking, and spending time in her favorite
place-the grocery store, especially Sam’s Club. She could make even the



simplest errands feel joyful. Roxie was a world traveler, always eager to
explore, learn, and connect. After retiring, she moved to Las Vegas, where
she spent 20 vibrant years before returning to Michigan due to health reasons.
Even through health challenges, her strength never wavered. She continued
to care for others, especially elders, with the same love and generosity she
always showed. 

 Roxie gave freely-her time, her wisdom, her laughter, and her heart. She was
a force of love, a pillar in her community, and a guiding light to her family and
friends. While we mourn her passing, we also celebrate the rich legacy she
leaves behind. To know Roxie was to be loved by her, and that love will live on
in all of us.
