Olivia Pricilla Beady, affectionately referred to as Prissy by her
family and close friends and as Tee-Tee by a host of nieces and nephews,
was the second daughter of four children born, in Adel, Georgia, to Charles
Sr. and Lottie M. Beady on September 3rd, 1949. Olivia moved with her family
to Flint, Michigan in the early 1950’s and remained a citizen of the city until her
passing. She confessed her faith in Christ at an early age. She was a proud
graduate of Flint Northwestern High School, the class of 1967. Olivia was
blessed with a fun-filled and fruitful life. She was 72 when she left her earthly
home to be with the Lord on July 5th, 2022. Olivia was preceded in death by
her parents, Charles and Lottie; brother, Tony; son, Willie C.; nephew, Alonza;
and John Henry, her “fur baby”. Everyone who knew Olivia knew that she was
a “straight shooter.” Without beating around the bush, she would always tell
you what was on her mind.

Helen) Beady Jr.; her younger sister, Rozeita Thomas aka “Moochie”, special
