Mother Opal Brown Adams made her transition from this life to eternal life on
December 9th, 2019 in Flint, Michigan at the age of 82. Opal entered this
world on March 21, 1937 in McNab, Arkansas, to the union of Mr. & Mrs.
George and Alyweser (Adams) Brown. Mother Adams professed hope in
Christ at an early age and was baptized in the lake near Zion Hill Baptist
Church where her family worshipped. She attended Howard County Training
School until she became engaged to Mr. Leo Adams. On September 12,
1955, they were united in Holy Matrimony in Flint. From this union 5 children
were born, Debra, Brenda, Kelvin, Teresa and Leo Jr. After moving north,
Opal continued her Christian experience and in 1961, the Lord led the young



couple to join Foss Avenue Baptist Church under the leadership of the late
Rev. Dr. Avery Aldridge. It was there that her love for ministry blossomed.
Throughout her 45 years of membership at Foss Avenue, Opal served on
numerous auxiliaries including the Nurses Guild, the MLA Fellowship Class,
Senior Usher Bard and as Co-Chairperson of the Junior Usher Board for a
number of years. In 2006, the Lord once again made a shift in her spiritual life.
It was in that year she joined 2nd Chance Church under the leadership of
Pastor Derrick A. Aldridge where she served on the Mother’s Board when her
health permitted.

In 1968, Opal was among the first women to be hired on the motor line at
Chevrolet V-8 Engine Plant, a division of General Motors Corporation, where
she became a member of UAW Local #659. She was employed there for 17
years until her health led her to early retirement. It was around that time she
became a Mary Kay Consultant, where she hosted Mary Kay Parties and won
numerous awards. At home, she enjoyed spending time with family,
crocheting, gardening and baking desserts, especially her renowned peach
cobbler and pound cakes.

Mother Opal Brown Adams loved the Lord and was a devoted daughter, sister,
wife, mother, grandmother and great-grandmother. Opal leaves in God’s care
