Peccola (“Mama P”) W. Rhodes, 87 years “young”, went home to be with the
Lord on February 15, 2014. She was born April 28, 1926 to William and
Arlena Stubbs in Brinkley, Arkansas, the oldest of three siblings. She was a
life-long resident of the City of Flint since age three. “Mama P” was a hidden
beacon of political influence with numerous elected officials, many of whom
were elected with her “silent” campaign methods. A “student” of Georgia
Heights who was a local political icon in the black community, “Mama P’
worked hard to help those she thought would contribute more positively to the
quality of life for minorities. These persons included the first black mayor of
Flint, Floyd McCree, Councilman Fred Tucker, Genesee County
Commissioner Nate Turner, Mayor James Rutherford, Prosecutor Robert
Weiss, and her good friend Judge Harry McAra. She was closely involved in
the election of the first black member of the Flint Board of Education, Helen



Harris. The list is endless. Her force of influence was timeless. Ms. Rhodes
was the first of her parents’ three children: Nora Hazel and Cornell. Her father-
in-law, Rev. Matthew Montgomery, was one of the founders of Mt. Calvary
Missionary Baptist Church.
