Mrs. Peggie Ann “Granny” Chisolm was born in Lauderdale, Mississippi on
May 20, 1916. Miss Peggie, affectionately known as “Tee" and "Granny,” was
the fourth born of Reverend Ephram and Lucinda Eads. She attended public
schools in Lauderdale County and lived most of her adult life in Meridian, MS.
During her life, Miss Peggie performed various vocations including
Housekeeper, Short Order Cook and Small Business Owner. Despite only
having the opportunity to attain a six grade education, her will, faith and
fortitude allowed her to operate “Peggy’s Place,” a small corner café on
Meridian’s eastside for several years. Recognizing its value and capital growth
potential, she stressed the need for education, specifically Higher Education.
Her efforts have manifested into her children, grandchildren, and great-
grandchildren all attaining either a college degree or attending a post-high
school program. Her hobbies included sewing and caring for other people’s
children, but her absolute favorite pastime was fishing. No matter the season



or the condition of her health, she was always ‘ready’ to dig up some worms,
put some cane poles in the car and go to a fishing hole with her friends or
grandchildren. Miss Peggie was the last surviving founder of Mt. Sinai
Missionary Baptist Church of Meridian, MS. She was a devoted member and
‘worker-bee’ at Mt. Sinai for over 70 years – serving on the Missionary Board,
singing in the Choir, leading many numerous fundraisers, and teaching
Sunday school. In 1953, fate joined her with James “Bud” Chisolm and they
were united in Holy Matrimony. Together they sustained a loving partnership
which lasted for 47 years. In November 2000, to be closer to her children and
grandchildren, she relocated to Flint, Michigan.
