Deacon Raymond H. Briscoe was born March 31, 1936 in Rankintown,
Pennsylvania, the son of Mr. & Mrs. Howard and Amanda Briscoe. He
attended Monongahela Public School System, graduating from Monongahela
High School and later earned his Associates Degree from Mott Community
College. Deacon Briscoe gave his life to Christ at an early age, and for over
30 years, was a member of Ebenezer Ministries. He accepted God’s call to
serve as a Deacon, after attending the Delores Ministries (a Christian retreat).
Not only did he serve, he did so happily and faithfully. Deacon Briscoe was a
member of a traveling group ‘The Gospel Five’, a member of the Ebenezer
Male Chorus, a mentor for ‘Save Our Sons Ministry’, a Sunday School
Teacher, and a spirit-filled motivator. In May 2013, Ebenezer Ministries
dedicated a building in his Honor. Deacon Briscoe was a skilled trade “Pipe-
Fitter” at Chevrolet V8 Engine Plant “Chevy In The Hole”, a division of General



Motors, retiring in 1996 after 42 years of service. He was also a proud
member of the UAW Local #659. Deacon Briscoe enjoyed reading his daily
Word, singing, using his “tablet reader” given to him by his daughter, Kimberly
and watching professional wrestling with his mother-in-law, Madie Thompson.
He loved his family dearly, both near and far, and could sit and tell you
countless stories about all of them.
