1978, he married the love of his life, Missionary Theresa Oliver. To this union
were birthed two beautiful girls, Olivia and Regina. He loved studying science
and current events so much that his family affectionately called him Dr. Jones.
He also loved to fish. But most of all, he was a fisher of men; Elder Jones truly
loved the Lord. He was called into the ministry and licensed under the
leadership of then Pastor Roger L. Jones of Greater Holy Temple COGIC and
the late Bishop John Seth Bailey, Southwest MI Jurisdiction. He was later
asked by Pastor Kevelin Jones to join him in starting Bountiful Love Ministries
where he became an elder under the leadership of Bishop P. A. Brooks,



Northeast MI Jurisdiction. “Matters of the Heart” is the nickname given to him
after a memorable message he preached. In his later years, he was a faithful
member (as his health allowed) at The Church of God — Kent Street under the
leadership of Pastor Lawrence Washington, Sr. Elder Jones enjoyed Bible
Study class, for this was time for exegesis of the scriptures, to get a clear
understanding of the principles of God, and to apply them to holy and
righteous living. He had a true heart for the Young Adult Department and often
encouraged them to seek God with their whole hearts. Elder Jones was a
praying man, often sharing how he prayed until the Holy Spirit rained on him.
He took every opportunity to impart wisdom through comical stories of his
personal experiences.
