MARSHALL, Mr. Rodger - Age 71, passed away Sunday, November 15, 2020
at McLaren-Flint. Mr. Marshall will lie in state in the Chapel of Lawrence E.
Moon Funeral Home, 906 W. Flint Park Blvd., and may be viewed Monday,
November 30, 2020 from 12:00 PM - 6:00 PM. Interment Great Lakes
National Cemetery, G-4200 Belford Rd., Holly, MI. Mr. Rodger Marshall was
born November 18,1948 in Brinkley, Arkansas to Neomia and Leroy Marshall.
Rodger was the second child of three children. Rodger and his siblings were
afforded the opportunity to live in many states because his father made a
career in the military, serving in the air force. Rodger was a graduate of
Marianne Anderson High School Class of 1966, where he served as Senior
Class President. He played in several high school sports, exceling in football
and basketball. He continued his education at the University of Arkansas at
Pine Bluff, where he became a member of Omega Psi Phi Fraternity,
Incorporated, Tau Sigma Chapter in the Fall of 1967. Rodger served in the
Army from 1970-1972.

Rodger conducted Veterans
employee seminars weekly at the Student Union of Mott Community College.



The seminars were dedicated to introducing Veterans to career and
educational opportunities. Rodger was also a Business Administrator at the
Flint Development Center helping small business owners receive loans.
Retirement for Rodger came after many years of service working for Ford
Motor Corporation, and Lawrence C. Moon Funeral Home. 

 Rodger was a member of Mt. Olive Baptist Church where he served on the
transportation ministry, Omega Psi Phi Fraternity Incorporated - Omicron Rho
Chapter of Flint, and a former member of the Flint Intercity Lions Club. His
favorite pastime was playing Golf where he was a member of several golf
leagues.
