He enjoyed the simple things in life — being surrounded by family,
sharing stories, creating memories, and enjoying the people who meant the
most to him. His presence carried strength, wisdom, humor, and protection.
He was the kind of man who could make people feel safe simply by being
there. To his son, Jalen, Ronald was a protector, a provider, and a best friend.
Even through difficult times and years that were unfairly lost, their bond
remained unbreakable. Jalen carries not only his father’s name, but also his
strength, resilience, and spirit. There is pain in knowing there were years
taken away, but also deep gratitude for the final chapter they were able to
share together — moments that included becoming a grandfather, family
gatherings, holidays, laughter, and love that will never be forgotten.

And to his daughter, Sharmeka, Ronald’s love was equally deep and
meaningful. A father’s love leaves a permanent imprint on his daughter’s
heart, and Ronald’s presence, guidance, and care will continue to live within
her forever. Though words cannot fully ease the pain of losing a father, the
memories, lessons, and love he gave her will remain a source of strength
throughout her life.

One of Ronald’s greatest joys was becoming a grandfather to King Matthias
Thee Great Key. The pride and happiness he carried in that role brought light
to his life and created memories his family will cherish forever.
